RECTOR'S LETTER All Saintstide 2011

Good People:

We have received word that a parishioner, Marjorie Docherty,
who died last year, left a portion of her estate to Grace Church.
She joins a long list of people who have remembered Grace
Church in their wills and estates and who now provide some
twenty-five per cent of our annual operating budget. We are
supported by those who have gone before us and who knew th
example of legacy. Mrs. Docherty was well into her 90’s and |
imagine that only a dozen of us here would remember her. Yet

she remembered us. Her example reminds me of the prayer

“Dear God, | thank you that when | failed to remember you, you
remembered me!” | presume that Mrs. Docherty looked at her
life and found that something meaningful happened here, part of
what we call our mission and ministry. What it was is not
important. That she remembered is.

This brings us to the issue of legacy, what one leaves behind a
one journeys onward. Trust me, | have been thinking of this as
my tenure as rector draws to a close. | am aware that while the
church and this parish may seem like they are standing on solid
ground, it is more like a ship on the water: things move
differently and navigation in a community of faith is often by
looking at the night sky, sometimes by seeing a point of land. It
is with this nautical metaphor that | pen these words.
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who stood in support of programs that sometimes appeared
edgy.

The inclusive liturgy and inclusive community has not seen fit to
forego humility in its understanding of issues of those on the
outside while holding to the justice enwrapped in the Sermon on
the Mount. The seriousness of the Gospel did not end the
playfulness of community; in fact, the Gospel was enhanced by
such depth of spirit. It has been a joy to live with a parish of
thoughtful Christians who are willing to struggle with the
contemporary, not seek to make the contemporary conform to an
antiquarian world view. God knows, it is hard to be a person of
faith in the entertainment-consumer society, let alone a
Christian. Yet faith in Christ is here, not worn as a banner but
lived in the heart and in the work of our hands. St. Benedict
would be proud | think.

Decades from now people will ask what we did here, in this time
and in this place and with the human resources for which we
were stewards. | have no idea what our legacy will look like to

Shem! But | am sure that with one eye on the Gospel of Christ

Jesus and one on the relationships through which the holy Spirit
may choose to be present, the foundation begun 150 years ag:
and continuing until today will show the many fruits of the
Spirit, not the least of which is Grace.

We need to finish the
stewardship drive by the end of December. If you have
not yet pledged, please do so.
