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Good People:

Upon reflection there seem to be any number of reasons to be a 
follower of Jesus. There is a certain cultural weight in the West 
to this Faith and there is good liturgy and music for the soul. In 
fact all the trappings seem pretty nice. But the penultimate 
reason is in the Christ, the one we call Savior and the reason for 
the spiritual practice of Christianity. One of the parts of the 
Jesus story is that the Christ is an extremely practical person, 
one of whose aims is to lay before humanity our selfishness, and 
the piety which rationalizes all those parts of life we all have 
which puts a good relationship with God aside for our own ends 
and covers up God in ‘God-talk’. Jesus had it in for the religious 
establishment and is often confronting those in the priestly caste. 
Those who appear to be holier than God are not so, Jesus 
reminds in parable and statement. But Jesus is also in tension 
with the popular lay religious movement of the time, the people 
named as Pharisees in the Bible.  These people are not the 
priestly caste but laity who have the message of piety and who 
use it as a weapon. Instead Jesus seems to have a practical edge 
which reminds us of our humanity and our need for grace -
unearned, undeserved, and unexpected. It is in the opening 
between the two truths of human selfishness and divine 
commandment that this grace can appear. Our humanity is not 
negated but asked to be more that the horizon of the ego.

One of the practical parts of the Faith is that Jesus talks more 
about money than faith or love for that matter. Jesus seemed to 
know where we live, our sources of sustenance. “Where your 
treasure is, there will be your heart also,” he says, to give one 
example. This example comes from Matthew’s Gospel and 
comes directly after warning people to beware of practicing 
piety. The heart of God in Jesus knows our hearts very well.

On the wall of my office is an op-ed page from The New York 
Timesfrom a Sunday in late 2008. It predicts the end of the 
recession: the one we are in right now. Only one in twelve 
experts says that this is a decade-long event and we will have to 
find a new “normal.” I am glad no one asked me to make the 
predication others had to make professionally. I have no idea. 
But as our society journeys forward and the economic forecast 
appears cloudy, we are hearing more and more about the 
concentration of ‘wealth.’ That radical paper, The Wall Street 
Journal, reports that there has never been such a concentration 
of wealth in so few hands since before the Civil War. The New 
York Times chronicles the slow descent of the middle class. 
CNN carries daily stories of people disposed of homes, the 
shelter they thought they would have as their investment for life. 
Most people I talk to would just like to hold on to what they 
have! While it would be nice to say that there is no morality in 
economics, one has only to read the Gospel to see that Jesus 
knew where we were and who we are. Our economics is our life. 
It is defined by global forces many of which are beyond our 

control and our own local and personal situation.

That holds true for this parish. We have an economic life which 
fuels the witness to the Gospel and has for 150 years. I am told 
that Fr. Babbitt suggested to the vestry that Grace Church build 
the present church structure. The vestry, probably for good 
reasons, said that the wooden structure was good enough. In the 
end they agreed to start to build the present stone structure in the 
post Civil War boom and through two Great Depressions and 
three long recessions. Something in the hearts of the 
parishioners must have sparked the passion for the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ. Maybe even the Gospel of Matthew entwining the 
hearts and treasures may have brought these brave souls to 
continue the witness. The Gospel cast out the fear.

As any young person from the Church Youth Service Ministry 
who has been to live with the poor of West Virginia or 
Nicaragua will tell you, we live at the top of the economic heap. 
That does not cast out the fear of economic hard times which 
surround us, particularly those of us who care for our children 
and grandchildren’s well being. We should be clear about who 
we are, what we have, and what we are to do with what we have.

But the Gospel of Jesus is there to remind us to balance the fear 
with trust in God, not to gloss over the hurt or fear with piety -
to live in the real world - and listen to the voice of Jesus 
revealed in Scripture and shared in tradition and community. In 
that vector, when we pledge we are saying that we will listen not 
just to the fear and anger but to the Gospel and act symbolically 
on hearing that voice which entwines treasure and heart and the 
love of God.

SEARCH COMMITTEE
In September the vestry appointed 
Moriah Olsen to chair the Search 
Committee.

The Search Committee’s 
job is to elicit information from the congregation about the 
congregation. They read and review the resumes that are re-
ceived. Then follows a rather involved decision making proc-
ess shared by the committee, the vestry and the Bishop. This 
committee ideally is made up of representatives from all ar-
eas of our congregation. Since it is limited to 9-12 people, 
that will be our challenge to create.

CELEBRATING 150 YEARS OF GRACE

LOOKING FORWARD: LOOKING BACK
As part of the celebration of the 150th anniversary of Grace 
Episcopal Church, we are offering a look back at the roots of 
liturgical celebration of the Anglican (Episcopalian) 
Communion, especially its origins. This is give an opportunity to 
look deeply into our spiritual DNA and to see where we are 
today in the light of where we have come. Liturgy is an evolving 
journey and it changes and in that change reflects both inherited 
tradition and communal experience.

In that way we are presenting three historical celebrations at the 
11:00 Eucharist. The first is the Sarum Rite on October 16, the 
second is the Book of Common Prayer 1794 which is the one 
with which Fr. Babbitt, the father founder of Grace Church 
would have been most familiar and would have used. The third is 
the Book of Common Prayer 1928, a liturgy that some will 
remember from their childhood. The last liturgy is that of 1979 
which will be the Episcopal Visit on November 5 at 3:00 PM 
[Note the service hours changes for that weekend please].

To begin, let us remember that early Christians were Hebrew and 
did not celebrate Eucharist until after the destruction of the 
Second Temple in 70 CE. Although some notion of Agape meals 
appears, the formal liturgy does not universally take off until the 
Christian Church becomes the legal religion of the Roman 
Empire (315 CE).  From these scattered beginnings come four “ 
families” of liturgies: One is the ‘Syrian’ family which survives 
today in the Orthodox churches. The second is the Asian family 
represented in the Mar Thoma Churches of India, the third is the 
Galician which was rooted in France and includes the Celtic rites 
of the British Isles from which the Anglican Church comes. The 
fourth family is those contained in the Roman rite which today is 
the Roman Catholic Church.

When Pope Gregory the Great sent his librarian from Rome to 
Britain (c 635), this man, St Augustine of Canterbury, brought 
the Roman rite with him (he was a Benedictine monk as well as 
a bishop). To his surprise he found a flourishing Celtic Church 
(St Patrick et al). Over the years the Roman Rite and the local 
rite became fused in the Sarum Rite (‘Sarum’ is the Latin form 
of ‘Salisbury’ the cathedral city where this was first used). This 
was codified by William the Conqueror and,until the 
Reformation, was standard in almost all the Churches in the 
Isles.

On October 23 the celebration will be from the American Prayer 
book 1794. I think one will notice the change the Reformation 
brought about especially in its use of music (not extant in the 
days of the Sarum Rite-no organs then!). The equal emphasis on 
the Word (and preaching) and the Holy Eucharist present a new 
picture of the church in this country, now a newly formed nation. 
Of particular importance is the standard of the Scottish Rite as 
the core of the liturgy. This is because the first bishop in the 
Episcopal Church in America was consecrated by the Church of 
Scotland not the Church of England.
Finally, on October 30 the liturgy is the 1928 Book of Common 
Prayer. This was a major change in the life of the Episcopal 

Church for it put morning prayer (the old monastic Matins) on an 
equal footing with the celebration of the Holy Eucharist. This 
revision continued and reaffirmed the Celtic roots of the 
Episcopal Church and presented a wider place for participation 
for the laity.

When Bishop Sisk is here on November 5, the Holy Eucharist is 
the Book of Common Prayer 1979. In this rite, modern English 
is used, the participation of all worshippers is emphasized, and 
the effects of the liturgical reform which began after the Second 
World War are evident.

If one travels through this time warp one can see where we have 
been. The Episcopal Church does not have dogma per se. We 
have the discipline of ‘lex orandi, lex credendi’ or how we pray 
is how we believe. Liturgy and music are critical to this form of 
the inherited Christian Faith. We hope that you will appreciate 
the evolving journey.

NOTES FROM THE SENIOR WARDEN
The special order of business at the September vestry meeting 
was to explore the 2011 pledge campaign with Moriah Olsen, 
Stewardship Chair. Pledges to date are $100,270.80. Thank you 
notes from the vestry were written to those who have already 
made their pledge. Timeline for the pledge campaign was estab-
lished including forum presentation on October 30.

The August financial picture reflected $37,407 in projected in-
come, which has not been realized. This is a result of the sum-
mer drop in pledges, Hurricane Irene, as well as a delay in re-
porting  income from 137 First Avenue rentals. One apartment at 
137 has been rented but we are still waiting for the other unit to 
rent. The vestry agreed to draw down $20,000 from the Cropsey 
Fund to pay for the cost overruns at 137. It will be added to the 
previous loan and paid back. 

Heather Nelson was appointed Assistant Treasurer with the un-
derstanding that she would become Treasurer when Charlie 
Richardson completes his many, many years of service to Grace. 
Many thanks to them both! 

We welcome RPCC back to the church property. They are up-
stairs sharing offices with the church school.  The vestry meet-
ing continued without the clergy present to discuss business con-
cerning the Search and Fr. Richard’s retirement. 

Moriah Olsen was elected Search Chair. The Wardens, Vestry 
and Moriah will pick the members of the committee. If you are 
interested in serving on this committee please let one of us 
know.
